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Purpose: 

The purpose of the Betty Means Community Health Nursing Award is to recognize and reward innovative and high quality Community Health practice.

Nomination and Application:

A current Gamma Chapter member nominates individuals or individual/community partners for the award.  This partnership may include an individual and the partner (individual or agency) for joint recognition.  The application is due by March 3 of each year.  The application must include:

1. A letter of nomination.

2. The nominee’s CV/resume.

3. A two-page (maximum) summary that demonstrates how the nominee meets the selection criteria (below).  If a community partner is involved, a one page (maximum) description of how this partnership facilitates the nominee meeting the selection criteria (below). 

4. Names and contact information for two references that will speak to the nominee’s contributions to Community Health Nursing.

Selection Criteria:

Nominees for the Betty Means Community Health Award must meet the following criteria:

1. Be a BSN registered nurse, an enrolled BSN nursing student, or a community nurse leader.

2. Demonstrate evidence beyond regular job responsibilities or clinical assignment.

3. Be an active, dues paying member of Gamma Chapter or be nominated by a dues paying member of Gamma Chapter.

4. Demonstrate evidence, or potential for, innovative and high quality Community Health practice. 

5. Agree to give a presentation about the project at a Gamma Chapter meeting or event as requested by the Gamma Chapter President.

6. Agree to acknowledge Gamma Chapter in publicity or information dissemination related to the project.

7. Attend Gamma Chapter Induction ceremony to receive the award.

Selection Committee:

The Betty Means Community Health Award selection committee consists of three voting members appointed by the Gamma Chapter President.  The Gamma Board of Directors will determine the amount of the award each year prior to the award call for nominations.

Deadline for Application:

March 3 of each year, with a decision by April 1, for recognition at Gamma Chapter Spring Induction.

Committee Procedures:

1. Nominations will be solicited each year in February for the deadline of March 3.

2. Applications will be submitted to the Gamma Chapter secretary, Kimberly Geguzis  at kimberly-geguzis@uiowa.edu 

3. The three members of the selection committee will review nominations.

4. The committee’s selection of the award recipient will be forwarded to the Gamma Chapter President.

5. The award will be given at the Spring Induction Ceremony on April 24th, 2010.
